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	Achievements of the Working Group in 2017 (250 words)
	The eumycetoma working group attracted many members in the last year. People from different countries not previously interested in mycetoma now joined and collaborations between several members have started. Furthermore, the working members of the working group from three different continents wrote an review for the special issue of Medical Mycology. This again resulted in closer collaborations. As mentioned under point 4, the mycetoma group together with the CDC are exploring the opportunity to merge all the different working group under the umbrella of one global working group with subgroups underneath it. The large working group will have a steering committee consisting of members of WHO, CDC and our own ISHAM working group, in order to make sure that all groups are represented.
