· Solène Le Gal (Brest, France) on Rasamsonia species and other emerging fungi in CF

· Andoni Ramirez-Garcia (Bilbao, Spain) on Immunodiagnosis of Scedosporium/Lomentospora Infection - lessons from immunoproteomic studies

· Françoise Botterel (Créteil, France) on Bacterial/fungal interactions in the CF mucus

and two oral communications selected from abstracts:

· Lisa Kirchhoff (Essen, Germany): Morphology, growth, and biofilm formation of the black yeast-like fungus Exophiala dermatitidis is influenced by Pseudomonas aeruginosa under in vitro Cystic Fibrosis conditions

· Leire Martin-Souto (Bilbao, Spain): Study of antigenic markers for serological detection of Scedosporium spp. in Cystic Fibrosis patients
· Publication in Journal of Cystic Fibrosis of the results of an international multicenter study encompassing 18 European CF centers plus Sydney in Australia, aiming to define the best combination of culture media to be used for mycological examination of sputum samples from patients with CF (MFIP study).
· Initiation of a collaborative study on allergic bronchopulmonary mycoses caused by filamentous fungi (other than Aspergillus fumigatus) in patients with cystic fibrosis.

This study (DELFIA analysis for specific IgE in CF patients with Allergic Broncho-Pulmonary Mycosis) coordinated by Pr. Laurence Millon and JP. Bouchara, and funded by the ECMM, is already including 14 CF care centers from four European countries (Angers, Besançon, Bordeaux, Brest, Paris Necker-Enfants Malades, Paris Saint-Antoine, Rennes and Rouen in France; Berlin and Hannover in Germany; Roma in Italy; and Barcelona, Madrid and Valencia in Spain).

Results will be presented during the next meeting of our working group in Berlin next June.
