	5. Achievements of the Working Group in 2018 (250 words) 1-3

	A study was conducted to compare immunological response to Aspergillus flavus and Alternaria alternata in patients with eosinophil related FRS. Total IgE, blood eosinophil count, cytokine response and in vitro eosinophil degranulation in presence of A. flavus/A. alternata were compared between patients with non-invasive eosinophil-related FRS, non-eosinophilic rhinosinusitis (NECRS), and healthy individuals. Significantly higher major basic protein (MBP) release was induced by A. flavus in eosinophil related FRS patients showing immediate hypersensitivity compared to those patients showing negative results for immediate hypersensitivity, NECRS, and normal subjects.  Al. alternata – eosinophil interaction did not produce detectable MBP release. A mixed Th1 and Th2 cytokine response was observed in eosinophil-related FRS. We concluded that immune response in eosinophil-related FRS depends on locally inciting fungi rather than Al. Alternata and the categorization of this group appears to be arbitrary
