	4. Objectives and expected outcomes for the forthcoming year

	The primary objectives are to conduct research about the epidemiology, treatment and outcomes of pediatric invasive fungal infections, to act as an expert source for clinicians regarding diagnostic and treatment strategies for children and to serve as a cohesive vehicle for pediatric-dedicated clinical research studies. 

In the coming year, primary publication for the PEACE study will be published, and secondary analysis from the PEACE study will begin. Primary analysis for BIOPIC will be completed. Additional sites will be on-boarded and enrollment will continue for the DOMINIC study.


	5. Achievements of the Working Group in 2019 (250 words) 1-3

	PEACE is a comparative effectiveness study for antifungal therapy for invasive candidiasis in children and adolescents (n=750). Primary analysis was completed, and the manuscript has been submitted for review. Secondary analysis proposals have been evaluated by PFN Publications Committee. 
BIOPIC is a study evaluating fungal biomarkers for diagnosis of invasive candidiasis. Enrollment (n=500) was completed this year. Fungal biomarker testing of collected research specimens has begun, and data cleaning is ongoing. 

DOMINIC is a study evaluating non-invasive diagnostic strategies and outcomes for pediatric invasive pulmonary mold infections. Participating sites began onboarding this year, and study enrollment started.
